
Year 5 Otter Class Autumn 2 Curriculum OutlineNorth America
We will be learning about different types of settlement and land use.  We will also be learning about the continent of North America, its 23 countries and their biomes.


English
Our reading focus will be on applying the VIPERS skills recapped in term 1 and extending vocabulary to aid comprehension in reading and precision in our writing.  

Genres for writing – linked to our topic where appropriate - will include biography, narrative, persuasive (brochure) and poetry.

Grammar and punctuation will look at different sentences (simple, compound and complex) and the difference between fragments and sentences (identifying subject and object).  

Spelling will continue to revise spelling from previous years (using Sir Linkalot) and the year 5/6 words.

We will continue our emphasis on presentation and neat handwriting in pen.

Maths
Graphs and tables
Children will construct, interpret and complete tables, including two-way tables, understanding the differences between a two-way table and a simple table and extract data from the tables to solve simple problems. Children will also be able to read, draw and interpret line graphs, including dual line graphs, extracting the relevant data to solve sum and difference problems. 

Multiplication and division
Children will develop their understanding of multiples and factors, learn about prime numbers and how they are different to composite numbers and investigate how to use factors, including prime factors, to investigate and manipulate numbers. They will then investigate square and cube numbers and learn how using inverse operations can help solve and check calculations when calculating the multiplication and division of whole numbers by 10, 100 and 1,000. 

Area and perimeter 
This unit provides children with numerical strategies to calculate area and perimeter of rectangles and squares. They will be introduced to simple formulae such as perimeter = 2 × (length + width) and Area = length × width. Application of these methods will include working inversely and using a systematic approach to find rectangles with a given perimeter or area. 











Art and DT
Children will learn about Mexican artist, Frida Kahlo and create self-portraits. 

In DT, they will be designing and making a range of products linked to Christmas.    
Computing
Children will be learning about vector drawing tools, creating vector drawings, learning about layers and objects and manipulating objects. 


RE 
INCARNATION
Our key question is: Was Jesus the Messiah?

Children will be investigating Christian beliefs around the Trinity and incarnation.  




PE  
In addition to the daily mile, children will be doing PE on Tuesdays and Thursdays.  
Dance – performing dances using a range of movement patterns.
Invasion games - use running, jumping, throwing and catching in isolation and in combination.  Compare performances with previous ones and demonstrate improvement to achieve personal best.





Science
Knowledge: children will continue to explore properties of materials, looking at irreversible changes.
They will also learn about the life cycles of plants and continue their investigation of asexual plant reproduction (tubers, runners, bulbs. plantlets) and sexual reproduction (seeds).
Working scientifically, children will: plan different types of scientific enquiries to answer questions, take measurements, use a range of scientific equipment, record data and results, use test results to make predictions to set up further comparative and fair tests, report and present findings from enquiries and identify scientific evidence that has been used to support or refute ideas or arguments.

Music
Children will play and perform, using voices and playing musical instruments (belleplates and djembes) with accuracy, fluency, control and expression; improvise and compose music for a range of purposes; listen with attention to detail and recall sounds; appreciate and understand a wide range of high-quality live and recorded music and begin to develop understanding of history of music (by visiting the Gamelan orchestra at Sevenoaks School).   
French
Children will develop their language skills across the four attainment targets (speaking, listening, reading and writing) with a primary focus on speaking and listening.

PSHE
Our focus will be understanding how our brains work and our emotions, looking at our positive qualities and building self- esteem and learning techniques to help with worry and anxiety.  
History/Geography North America 
Place Knowledge Children will understand geographical similarities and differences through the study of human and physical geography of a region of the United Kingdom, and a region within North America.
Human and physical geography Children will describe and understand key aspects of physical geography, including climate zones, biomes and vegetation belts.
