Year 2 Spring 1 Curriculum Outline



Outlined below are the main objectives that we will be covering in Spring term 1 which continues our study of Polar Regions. 
Polar Regions



Numeracy
We will start the term with money. Many children find the transference of skills between adding and subtracting and money tricky as this is effectively their first introduction into decimals so any practise at home is beneficial.  We will then move onto multiplication and division.   
Recognise all coins and notes. 
Add multiple coins of different values.
Make equal amounts using different coins. 
Make specific amounts.
Begin to calculate change.
Make equal groups and link to multiplication and arrays. 
Count in 2’s, 5s and 10’s.
Use the multiplication symbol x.
Begin to learn their times tables.  

Literacy
Phonics and spelling
We will continue to focus on becoming fluent readers and accurate spellers by introducing fundamental grammatical skills ie verb tenses, suffixes, additional spelling rules and helpful spelling techniques.
Reading and Writing
Poetry – We will cover poetry twice this term starting with a sensory polar bear poem in the first week.  At the end of term, we will share “If I were in charge of the School” and “If I were in charge of the world”, creating our own fun poems.  
Fiction – We will share and rewrite The Crow’s Tale building our narrative skills through our Write Stuff lenses, focusing heavily on the boomtastics to create engaging and effective story-writing.  
Non-fiction – we will explore Shackleton and his expedition.  We will create diary entries, caption timeline events, draw labelled diagrams, write an advert and create imagined experiences.
SPAG – we will focus heavily on ‘Wow Words’ learning how they can have an impact on our writing.  We will look at synonyms and rank them in order or power.  We will recap question and exclamation marks, apostrophes and commas. 


















ICT
This term the children will be developing their understanding of instructions in sequences when using Beebots.  They will use given commands in different orders to investigate how the order affects the outcome.  They will then design their own algorithm to move the Beebot around the mat they have also created. 
RE
[bookmark: _GoBack]We will be exploring Humanism this term and finding out what they believe makes us special.  We will be looking at the symbol for Humanism, the ‘Happy Human’ and understand that there are different way to be happy.  We will revisit the Golden Rule and how this plays a part in how Humanists behave.  We will be thinking about the importance of empathy and how Humanists consider the consequence of their actions. 

Art and DT (topic linked)
 We will focus on DT this term and design a chair for Baby Bear (a polar one obviously).  We will look at stable and unstable structures, strengthening materials and learn how to reinforce and create balance in a chair.   
Music
Music will continue to be taught by Mrs Bennett.  In addition, we will spend the first three weeks exploring sounds and learn about changing pitch using instruments and our voices.  We will then move on to creating beats and rhythm patterns using body percussion, instruments and our voices for the final three weeks.   
PE
We will have PE on a Monday and Tuesday so please ensure the correct PE clothing is in school.  Our Monday sessions will focus on gymnastics learning how to perform and link shapes and balances together.  We will then use travelling actions to begin to perform these over a variety of apparatus.  We will all learn a simple forward roll and how to jump and land safely from higher equipment.  On Tuesday we will begin basic tennis skills, learning how to hold a racket and return a ball using forehand and backhand. 
History and Geography
Historically, we will focus on Arctic explorers.  We will look at the challenges they faced with both travel, resources and equipment and compare this to the present time.  We will explore the race to Antarctica and the experience of Shackleton and his crew.   We will also compare the challenges faced within Polar Exploration compared to the Space Race Exploration in 1969. 
In Geography, we will look at the lifestyle of traditional Inuit comparing to our own. 
Science
The children will be identifying and comparing the suitability of a variety of everyday materials including wood, metal, plastic, glass, brick, rock, paper and cardboard for particular uses. They will be finding out how the shapes of solid objects made from some materials can now be changed by squashing, bending, twisting and stretching.
