Year 4 Owls Class Spring 1 Curriculum OutlineOur study into ‘Rivers’ during our geography topic this term will ‘flow’ through many of our subjects in a range of different ways. Please find out below the outline of our learning in Term 3.





Maths
This term in maths, Year 4 will be working through two ‘Number’ units and one ‘Measure’ unit. These units are multiplication and division, followed by length and perimeter, and finally finishing the term with fractions. Please see a break down of each unit below:


Multiplication and division
· Factors
· Multiplying by 10 and 100
· Dividing by 10 and 100
· Multiplying /diving a 2-digit number by a 1-digit number
· Multiplying/ dividing a 3-digit number by a 1-digit number


Length and perimeter 
· Measure in kilometres and metres
· Perimeter on a grid, of a rectangle and rectilinear shapes
· Perimeter of polygons


English
In reading we will improve our VIPERS skills which will be used to interrogate both fiction and non-fiction texts, many of which will be linked to our topic; Rivers. One of the class books we will be reading this term is The Accidental Prime Minister.

Our writing genres this term include narratives, poems and sets of instructions. All of these will link to our topic of Rivers in some way. In grammar we will focus on the use of homophones. We will also go into depth about the use of a metaphors, imperative verbs and subordinate clauses.

Spelling will include challenge words, as well as words ending in ‘-sion’., ‘-ous’, ‘-y’, ‘-ious’ and ‘-eous’. Throughout these spelling sessions we will use dictionaries and thesauruses. In addition, there will be a continued emphasis on presentation and neat handwriting this term. 









Art and DT
Our art topic this term ‘light and dark’. We will explore how this it displayed in pieces of artwork. Part of our study will entail us using shades of colour to create 3D effects. This art topic will link to the artist Hockney which will be the source of our inspiration.

Computing  

‘Programming A’ is our unit title this term. We will learn how to programme the repetition of shapes in a sequence. We will also be focussing on learning the useful skill of touch typing.

French 
Year 4 are very lucky to have Ms Hanna teach our French lessons. Ms Hanna uses a range of songs, stories, rhymes, and games within our learning to make it fun and exciting. 

Music
We are the only year group in the school to be learning the ukulele.  Mr Laurence’s lessons are on Tuesdays, where the children will develop their skill with the instrument and their understanding of staff and other musical notations. In addition, we will use percussion in other areas of the curriculum to develop rhythms and incorporate songs in our learning.

PSHE 
We follow the Year 4 SCARF curriculum for our PSHE lessons and integrate the values (empathy, and inclusivity) in all areas of our studies. This term we look at the unit ‘Keeping safe’. 
PE  
In addition to the daily mile, children will be doing PE on Tuesday and Thursdays.  

Dodgeball– pupils will be encouraged to develop their throwing accuracy, as well as their ability to catch a range of balls. This sport will highlight the children’s agility; the ability to dodge, weave and avoid the balls. 

Lacrosse – pupils will learn the basic rules of lacrosse. They will learn to pass and receive the ball with accuracy and control. Pupils will develop the attacking skill and how to beat a defender. Pupils will use defending skills to delay an opponent, and finally pupils will apply their skills and knowledge to compete in a tournament. 

RE
Gospel 

In term 3 we study Gospel. Through this topic, question are asked to deepen our learning. These could be in relating to the story of the Leper, the Good Samaritan or Peter and Andrew along with many more intriguing questions. 






Science
‘States of matter’ is our unit focus over the next two terms. We will take part in a number of enquires to find out what the three states of matter are and how matter can change between these states. We will look at the properties of each state and discuss the differences. We will also be working scientifically by using scientific vocabulary consistently with written explanations. 

Geography
The Spring terms first humanities top is Rivers. Before the topic starts there will be a recap of the water cycles, as well as coast, rivers and oceans knowledge from previous years.  

Key areas of learning include:
· Upper course of a river
· Middle course of a river
· Lower course of a river
· The Thames 
· Pollution within rivers
