	· We’ll be using analogue clocks (including those with Roman numerals) and digital
· We’ll estimate and read time the nearest minute, using vocabulary such as o’clock, a.m./p.m., morning, afternoon, noon and midnight.
· We’ll know the number of seconds in a minute and the number of days in each month, year and leap year
· We’ll work out and compare durations of events (for example to calculate the time taken by particular events or tasks).

	Shape
	· Recognising shapes in different orientations and describing their properties. 
· drawing 2-D shapes and making 3-D shapes using modelling materials.
· identify acute, obtuse and right angles, recognising that two right angles make a half-turn, three make three quarters of a turn and four a complete turn
· identify whether angles are greater than or less than a right angle
· identify horizontal and vertical lines and pairs of perpendicular and parallel lines.

	· interpret and present data using bar charts, pictograms and tables
· solve one-step and two-step questions (for example, ‘How many more?’ and ‘How many fewer?) using information presented in scaled bar charts, pictograms and tables.
