· learn words with hyphens, challenge words from the Y5/6 national curriculum and revise spellings learnt across the year.

Children will:
· plan different types of scientific enquiries taking measurements, using a range of scientific equipment, recording data and results and report findings from enquiries
· visit Lullingstone Country Park to pond dip and investigate grassland habitats, to find out where different plants and animals live
· use a range of identification keys to recognise what they’ve found
· think about how the animals have adapted to live in their current habitat.
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	Children will:
· undergo research to compare products
· describe the process of beef production
· research a traditional recipe and make changes to it
· add nutritional value to a recipe by selecting ingredients
· prepare and cook a version of Bolognese sauce.
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	Children will:
· spend some time learning how to be safe onlin
· look at video as a media format
· see examples of videos featuring production and editing techniques 
· work towards creating their own videos.
